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To comply with the rule
changes for 1970, which
included mandatory enclosed
fuel cells, Ron Tauranac designed
the BT33 around a simple sheet aluminium
monocoque tub with the main fuel tanks
along the sides.

The Cosworth DFV engine was used in
conjunction with a Hewland DG300 gearbox.
Outwardly the car followed existing Brabham lines with the distinctive nose shape,
and was painted a turquoise colour with yellow wings and stripe down the centre.

Jack Brabham qualified on the front row of the South African GP, the first under the
new rules, and went on the win the race. This was also his last win in F1 racing as
he retired at the end of 1970, finishing 5th in the championship.
